Comparing entities, people or things
involves the use of adjectives in the
comparative and superlative forms.

Formation

The comparative form of an adjective
has the suffix -tepog, -tepa, -tepo). The
superlative forms carry the suffix -tarvog,
-tatn, -toro. One can also use periphrastic
expressions of comparison.
