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Formation

It is formed by the active imperfective
verb stem and the suffix -ovtag (verbs of
group A) or -avtog (verbs of group B).
Active verbs regularly have this form. The
verb eluon however forms a non-inflected
adverbial verb form dvtac.

The verbs Aéw, xhaiw, noiw, @Toio,
axovw, ToOw take a -y- between the stem
and the suffix.

Use

This adverbial verb form is used to describe
an action / event which happens in parallel
with the action of the verb it modifies. It has
an adverbial function, i.e. it may express:
a) the manner or the means by which the
action of the verb is done
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b) the time during which the action ﬁ‘
of the verb takes place oy

c) the cause of the action of the verb.
