(Relative clauses as modifiers of nouns)

Relative clauses usually modify nouns
(people or objects).

Relative pronouns may agree with their
antecedent in gender, number and case (o
omotog-N omota-to omoto) or they may be
unspecified (;tov).

The relative mov can replace a noun, which
might function in the embedded clause
as a subject, direct / indirect object or
possessive.

It can also replace an entire prepositional
phrase when the meaning of the preposition
can be understood from the context.

When mov replaces an indirect object or
a possessive, then a weak / clitic pronoun
(Tov-tng-Toug) is necessary.
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The modification can be defining

(=necessary) or non defining (=optional).
Non defining relative clauses are usually
separated from the main clause by a pause
in oral speech or a comma in written text.
