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GREECE’E INDEPENDENCE DAY.
THAT IS WHY THE GREEK FLAG IS
FLOATING OVER CITY HALL.

A few days ago Mayor Gilroy received a letter
from Solon J.Vlasto, President of the Greek
Society «Athena», asking him to have the
National Flag of Greece displayed on the City
HALL April 6, the anniversary of Geek inde-
pendence. In his letter Mr. Viasto recalled the
aid that the citizens of New York had given
those who were fighting for liberty in Greece in
1827.
A meeting of citizens was then held in the City
Hall, about $50,000 was subscribed, and
three vessels, the ship Chancellor and the briga
six Brothers and Jane, were sent to Greece
laden with provisions.
Through Secretary Holy, Mayor Gilroy re-
plied that he would be very glad to comply with
the request, but at the time was so short
the city would not be able to procure a Greek
flag.
Mr. Vlasto at once sent word that he would
Sfurnish the flag, and it will be duly displaeded
on the City Hall to-day.

«My parents were both Greek immigrants. My father’s
people came from Mytilene, and he was born in Asia Minor in
the town of Edremit in 1896. He left Asia Minor at the age of
fifteen, worked and studied very hard here in the U.S and
became the first American-trained Greek-speaking doctor in
metropolitan Boston.
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My mother and her family came here from Larissa when she
was nine. She was one of the first Greek young women ever to
go to college in New England, and she became a school
teacher.

My Greek heritage was a powerful influence on me and my
career in public service. My parents never let me forget that
Greece was the birthplace of democracy and that those of us
whose parents had been welcomed to the United States have a
special responsibility to contribute as much as we can to both
the country of our birth and the country of our parents. I have
tried to do that in the course of my career, and I continue to
make that effort as a teacher at the university level, public offi-
cial, and advocate for good and productive Greek-U.S. rela-
tions.

Kitty and I have been to Greece and to the regions of our par-
ents’ heritage and birth a number of times. This year was very
special, however, because for the first time we were able to
visit my father’s birthplace in western Turkey.

I hope that many, many young Greek-Americans will answer
the call to public service. It is, as the ancient Greeks taught us,
one of the most important things we can do, and as Greek-
Americans it is an honor and privilege that we should enthusi-
astically embrace».
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
